· Applications will only be accepted from registered businesses in Westmeath employing less than 10 people. 
· The business must have sufficient capacity to warrant a website. 

· Work must not have commenced on the website prior to application being approved. 
· In the case of businesses who wish to upgrade their website, application must be accompanied by a hardcopy of their current website. 
· The grant available may be offered at a rate of up to 50% of eligible expenditure to a maximum of €1000 (excluding VAT), in respect of ecommerce facilities. Funding of 50% of the cost to a maximum of €500 in respect of a brochure website

· Proof of payment through Bank Account to Web Provider.
