· You can meet with a Business Advisor (free of charge) at any stage to discuss any aspect of your business in a confidential setting.  You may be entitled to financial assistance if your business idea has export potential or you are involved in manufacturing.
· You can avail of our mentoring service which provides specialist business advisors to work with you on a one to one basis.  Mentors are available to assist you with marketing plans, financial planning, human resource management or whatever your particular need is. 

· Attend one of our regular seminars on topics such as Company Law, Energy Efficiency, Social Networking, Developing an Online Shop, Handling Redundancy, NERA Inspections, Health & Safety compliance.
